
PROGRAM FOR CFOs OF MID-TIER COMPANIES – MELBOURNE 2011/12

In 2011/12 FEI will hold its third mid-tier company Chief Financial Officer (CFO) development program in Melbourne, with the first session on 8 December 2011.  There will be a comparable but separate program in Sydney.  Each program will have up to fifteen enrolments. 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What is the program?

· Four meetings over lunch (12.15 to 2.00pm).
· Each session will be on a particular topic, with an address by a distinguished speaker and participants sharing experiences on it.  
· The venue will be The Australian Club in the Melbourne CBD.
· Sessions may also include some executives on FEI’s mentoring program as participants. 
With a limited number of participants, the sessions will give opportunities for round-the-table discussions of issues, rather than rely solely on a formal speech.

What are the dates and topics, and who are the session leaders?

Thursday 8 December 2011 – Mergers and acquisitions - lessons learned, led by Tony Reeves, former CFO of OneSteel Limited and Foster’s Group Limited.

Friday 16 March 2012 – Funding in medium-sized entities, led Michael Rose, State Director, Victoria, Corporate Banking, Australia and New Zealand Banking Group Limited.

Friday 27 April 2012 – Getting the best out of professional advisors and auditors, led by David Lamont, CFO, Minmetals Resources Limited.

Friday 11 May 2012 – How does a CFO allocate time and priorities, and delegate? led by Terry Janes, CFO of Skilled Group Limited.

If any changes prove to be necessary, they will be notified to the participants at the earliest opportunity.  In past years, no changes have been made to the programs publicised.


Who is the program designed for?

CFOs of mid-tier companies and their direct reports.  A dual enrolment will enable either the CFO or the direct report to attend each of the four sessions.  This flexibility helps where a participant is unavailable for a particular session.

A “mid-tier company” is indicatively a company with a turnover within the range $50-500 million (this is not definitive).  The company could be:

· privately-owned, listed, not-for-profit or government owned; or
· a partially-owned subsidiary or investment of a larger listed company; or
· a subsidiary of an overseas company; or
· a wholly-owned subsidiary of a listed company if it operates substantially independently of the parent.

What are the fees and what do they cover?

$990 including GST, payable upon registration.  This covers one executive attending the four sessions and the FEI membership fees for two executives until 31 March 2013 (normally $165 incl. GST each).  Participants need not be pre-existing members of FEI.  If when enrolling you know that neither executive will be able attend a particular session, please advise on the form, as a reduction of $100 (incl. GST) per session will be made.  If both enrolees want to attend a particular session, this will be subject to an additional fee of $100 (incl. GST) per session.

Participants are also encouraged to attend FEI’s member lunches, where they will have further development and networking opportunities.  These lunches occur most months.  Details are emailed to FEI members and appear on FEI’s website, www.fei.org.au/Vic.  Payment for these lunches is made separately when booking for them.
